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HELIOSPHERE

The interstellar boundary is
created as the Sun’s solar wind
collides with the interstellar
medium. The solar wind blows
out into space, carving a protec-
tive bubble around the Solar
System called the HELIOSPHERE.
The place where the solar wind
stops is called the HELIOPAUSE,
which is the boundary of the
Solar System.

The IBEX spacecraft will orbit
the Earth and collect very small
particles. These particles will
provide information about the
Solar System’s boundary, allow-
ing scientists to map the bound-

ary.
